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Driving Directions 
 
From Tucson International Airport 

As you exit the airport you will be on Tucson Blvd.  When you cross the Irvington Road 

intersection, Tucson Blvd. becomes Benson Hwy. as it bends left.  Stay on Benson a short 

distance to Kino Pkwy. and turn right (North) onto Kino.  Kino becomes Campbell Ave. after 

crossing over Broadway Blvd.  Stay on Campbell for about 7 1/2 miles.  After crossing  

Limberlost Road, you will cross over the Rillito River bridge (don’t expect to see water, the river 

will probably be dry).  Immediately after crossing the bridge turn left into the parking lot of 

Cambric Corporate Center.  It will say “First American Title” on the monument sign. Refer to 

Campus Directions below. 

 

From I-10 traveling East from Phoenix 
 
Exit at Orange Grove Road #250.  Turn left and travel East on Orange Grove for about ¼ mile. 

Turn right at first light onto River Road.  Take River Road approximately 6.5 miles and turn 

right into Cambric Corporate Center which is just before the intersection of Campbell Avenue.  

See Campus Directions below once you have arrived at Cambric.  

 
From I 10 traveling West from Benson 

Exit at Prince Road # 254.  Travel East on Prince for about 4 miles until you reach Campbell 

Ave.  Turn left (North) onto Campbell and go about 1.5 miles. Immediately after crossing over 

Limberlost Road, look for the Rillito River bridge (don’t expect to see water, the river will 

probably be dry).  Immediately after crossing the bridge turn left into the parking lot of Cambric 

Corporate Center.  It will say “First American Title” on the monument sign. Refer to Campus 

Directions below.
